The main goals of the drive include: 

 Planning and Coordination: Enviro club of the College does planning and work 

with the Amravati Municipal Corporation, local police, and other governmental 

bodies to ensure the drive is organized smoothly. 

 Awareness Campaign: College Enviro club conducts campaigns prior to the 

Ganesh Chaturthi festival to inform people about the harmful effects of using non-

biodegradable idols and chemical paints. Club sets up stalls or workshops offering 

eco-friendly Ganesh idols made of clay or other biodegradable materials, and 

educate people on alternatives. 

 Eco-Friendly Immersion Zones at Chatri Lake: Specific zones and artificial ponds 

or tanks are created where people can immerse smaller idols, ensuring no debris is 

left behind in the lake itself.   

 Volunteers and Clean-up Teams: Club organizes volunteer groups, including 

students, local organizations, and environmental groups, to help in the Cleanliness 

drive before, during, and after the immersion.
